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The Department of Business Studies has organized a Quiz Competition “Trivia” on 20"
November, 2024 at 11:30 am. for the students of B com (H) under the guidance of chairperson,
Dr. Manisha Goel. Mr Rohit Sinha, Ms Diksha Miglani and Dr Chandra Prabha, faculty
members, Department of Business Studies coordinated the event along with students Khyati,
Khushi, Ashish and Jatin.
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A total of 9 teams, each consisting of three students of B Com participated in the event, with
great zeal and enthusiasm. The event aimed to encourage knowledge sharing, critical thinking,
and team collaboration among participants. It was also designed to promote healthy competition
while enhancing students’ awareness of current events, business knowledge, and general trivia.

The key objectives of the quiz competition were to stimulate intellectual curiosity and awareness
among students; Encourage learning beyond the classroom, current affairs; Foster teamwork and
collaboration through group-based competition; Offer a fun yet educational experience that
aligns with the Department’s mission of promoting critical thinking and practical knowledge.

Participants had to identify the entrepreneur based on these clues, which tested their knowledge
of influential figures in business.
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Round 3: Current Affairs:

The
round encouraged participants to stay up-to-date with ongoing affairs and understand their
implications on the business world.



Round 4: Identify the Advertisements Through Jingles:

In the final round, participants were played jingles from well-known advertisements, and they
had to identify the brand or product associated with the jingle. This round tested participants'
memory of iconic advertisements and their recognition of audio and visual branding.

After an intense and engaging series of rounds, team “The Brainstormers” were declared as the
winners of the quiz competition. The winners received certificates and trophies, for their
excellent performance.
