Return and Continuation Return fees from Affiliating Colleges

for the session 2018-19.

It is submitted that the University notified the fees to be charged from the
affiliated colleges on account of Registration Return (RR) and Continuation Return(RR)
for the session 2018-19, as prescribed in the Information Brochure for the Affiliated

Colleges.

However, the Association of Private Self-Financing Institution of Haryana has
submitted their request vide letter dated 19.7.2018 stating their financial position due to

low admission,

fee charged by the MDU Rohtak.

In the letter mentioned, they have

requested to bring the CR/RR fees at par with fees charged by the MDU, Rohtak
(erstwhile affiliating University of self-financing colleges). Accordingly, a Committee was
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constituted under the Chairmanship of Dean, Academic Affairs and after discussion the
committee proposed the reduction in fees as per Annexure-16.03.01 and the same was
implemented from the session 2018-19 with the approval of the Vice-Chancellor.

The Council may kindly note the above action taken by the Vice-Chancellor.

Item No.AC/16/04 :To consider and approve the matter regarding grant of
admission under single girl child category.

It is brought to the kind notice of the Council that the University is receiving
representations from the parents having single girl child for making reservation and
grant of admission under this category.

At present, the State Govt. has reserved 25% seats horizontally for admission of
girl students to various UG/PG courses. As per data available with the University 631
girl students out of total 1554 students, got admission to various UG/PG courses of the
University during the session 2018-19.

The matter is placed before the Council for kind consideration and necessary
decision in the matter.

Item No.AC/16/05 :To consider and approve grant of maternity leave to married
girl students.

It is submitted that the University is following State Govt. instructions regarding
grant of leave to the employees and students as announced from time to time.

In this connection, it is informed that the Principal Secretary, Govt. of Haryana,
Technical Education Department, Chandigarh vide letter No.321/Uni. Dated 27.05.2016
(copy enclosed as Annexure-16.05.01) conveyed that the maternity leave to the girl
student will be granted by the competent authority with the condition that if the girl
student avail the maternity leave upto 45 days on the recommendation of the
Government Hospital( as applicable in case of Government Women employees), then
the girl student will have to attend the extra classes as per the requirement of the
attendance of the specific course/professional/ research program.

Presently, with the approval of the competent authority, the girl students are
being granted maternity leave as and when required.

The Council may kindly consider and approve the grant of maternity leave to
married girl students as notified by the State Govt. in future.
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Item No.AC/16/06 :To consider and approve the Academic Calendar of the
University Teaching Departments and Affiliated Colleges for
the Semester January-June,2019.

The University has prepared the Academic Calendar for the semester Jan-
June,2019 in respect of UTDs and Affiliated Colleges and a copy of the same is
enclosed herewith as Annexure-16.06.01.

The Council may kindly consider and approve the Academic Calendar for the
Semester Jan-June, 2018.

Item No.AC/16/07 :To grant post-facto approval for making the GATE Exam as
mandatory exit examination for B.Tech students as per
AICTE mandate.

It is submitted that as per AICTE mandate, GATE Exam will be considered as
mandatory exit exam for all the B.Tech students from the session 2018-19. Further, as
per TEQIP-III guidelines(Annexure-16.07.01), there are four performance indicators,
out of these two are related to the participation and performance in the GATE Exam.
The performance of TEQIP institutions shall be evaluated on the basis of the key
performance indicators such as participation and performance in GATE examination.

In view of above with the approval of the competent authority, it has been
decided to make GATE as mandatory exit examination for the B.Tech students. To
enable the students for successful participation in GATE Exam, the University also
decided to provide GATE training to 3™ and 4™ year students and also to reimburse the
GATE registration fee from TEQIP Cell for the final year students only.

The above is placed before the Council for grant of post-facto approval for action
taken by the Vice-Chancellor.

Item N0.AC/16/08 : To consider and approve the start of one year Bridge
Course for the Post/Advance Diploma holders of
erstwhile YMCA Institute of Engg., Faridabad.

It is submitted for kind information of the Council that with the approval the
AICTE, DTE, Haryana and affiliating University, MDU, Rohtak, the erstwhile YMCA
Institute of Engineering, Faridabad run one year Bridge Course during the years 2001-
02 and 2002-03, for the students who have passed Post/Advance Diploma Course with
10+2 qualification. However, some students could not got admission in the above
course.

Now the erstwhile YMCA Institute has been upgraded to that of University level
by the State Govt vide Legislative Act No0.21/2009 and the University is receiving
representations from various Alumni groups & Associations for start of above One
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Year Bridge Course for the students, who could not got admissions earlier, so that they
could also improve their qualification.

The matter is placed before the Council for consideration and necessary
approval.

Item No.AC/16/09 : To consider and approve extension of Tuition Fee Waiver
(TFW) for MBA and MCA courses as per AICTE letter dated
26.11.2018.

It is submitted that the AICTE vide letter No.AICTE/AB/SR/TFW dated
26.11.2018 (copy enclosed as Annexure-16.09.01) decided to extend the benefit of the
TFW scheme to the meritorious students of economically poor background pursuing
MBA, MCA, PGDM, PGDCA courses in which no scholarship/stipend is available.

It is proposed that we may follow the instructions of the AICTE for the admissions
to be made for the session 2019-20 and make necessary provision in the Information
Brochure accordingly.

The above is placed before the Council for consideration and approval.

Item N0.AC/16/10 :To consider the matter regarding grant of recognition to
research Labs of Physics and Chemistry Department of
Aggarwal College, Ballabgarh.

The Principal, Aggarwal College, Ballabgarh vide his letter dated 12.11.2018
(copy enclosed as Annexure-16.10.01) informed that the College has developed well
equipped research Labs in Physics and Chemistry with the help of financial assistance
received from BRNS, DAE India and the students are doing research work in these
Labs. The College has further requested to recognize the above Research Lab
faciliies and also to recognize the Department of Physics and Chemistry of the
University as research centre for Ph.D students.

Accordingly, a committee was constituted under the Chairmanship of Dr.Atul
Mishra, Dean (R&D) to visit and verify the research facilities available at Aggarwal
College, Ballabgarh. The Committee vide its report dated 22.11.2018 (copy enclosed
as Annexure-16.10.02 submitted that the existing facilities in the department of Physics
and Chemistry are appropriate for research activities in the related areas.

The matter is placed before the Council for kind consideration and approval.

1. Life Insurance Cover to the students

It is brought to the kind notice of the Council that the University from the session
2017-18 providing group insurance cover of Rs.2.0 Lakh to all the students of the
University through M/s New India Assurance Co. Ltd.(wholly owned by the Govt. India)
at an estimated expenditure of Rs.50/- per student. However, this expenditure is not
being charged from the students and the payment is being made from SAF.

It is proposed that we may make the insurance charges as part of the fee from
the session 2019-20.

2. Issue of Information Brochure to the newly admitted students

The University after getting its Information Brochure printed from the market,
issue a copy to the newly admitted students without any charges.

It is proposed that we may charge a sum of Rs.100/- by making the charges as
part of the fee only for newly admitted students.

The above is placed before the Council for kind consideration and approval.

Item N0.AC/16/13 : To note the Stay granted to Pt.L.R.College of Technology,
Ballabgarh by the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High Court.

It is brought to the kind notice of the Council that the State Govt. vide Notification
No0.S.0.48/H.A.21/2009/S.3A/2017 dated 21/6/2017 shifted all the Engineering Colleges
situated at Faridabad and Palwal Districts to YMCA University of Science & Technology,
Faridabad.

However, the above College vide CM-15535-CWP-2018 in CWP 9957-2018 filed
a petition before the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High Court for grant of stay against the
State Govt. Notification dated 21/6/2017. The Hon’ble High Court vide its orders dated
22.10.2018 (copy enclosed as Annexure-16.13.01) decided that the operation of the
above notification shall remain stayed and the next date of hearing has been fixed as
12.2.20109.
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The above College vide letter No.PTLRCT/MDU/A/F/2018 dated 25.10.2018 has
further requested to the M.D. University Rohtak to permit to submit the RRs/CRs of
B.Tech 3 semester and RR of B.Tech 1% semester for the exam to be held in
December,2018 and further to continue their affiliation with the MDU till final orders of
the Hon’ble High Court.

The above is placed before the Academic Council for its information and further
advice(if any) in the matter.

Item N0.AC/16/14 : To consider and approve modification in Examination
Ordinance.

The following is proposed by the Controller of Examination for consideration and
approval of the Council:-

1. Special Extra Chance for Exam
The Fee of Rs.10000/- may be read as Rs.10000/- per semester , as mention in
the Exam. Ordinance.

2. Remuneration of Entrance Examination/Recruitment Examination
The remuneration may be read as under in addition to other existing categories:

Dy.Centre Supdt (Need based) : Rs.500/- per session in place of Rs.500/-
lumpsum.
3. Constitution of UMC Committee

At present in Exam. Ordinance, UMC Committee is constituted with five
members. Due to increase in students strength, it is proposed that UMC Committee
may be constituted with atleast one member from concerned department.

4. Late Fee Fine
