This is for information of all students that the University has formulated a 'Policy for
Supporting Economically Weak/ Needy Students’. As per the policy, there is a provision
for refund of tuition fee up to 50% (to be decided on case to case basis), However, in case of
extreme grim situation, to the satisfaction of authorities, 100% tuition fee waiver/ support/
refund may be provided by university for very limited number of students.

As per policy, economically weak/ needy students are those who show inability to pay the
feel dues of the University due to financial crunch in the family that might have arisen due to:

* Loss of job/eaming of a parent/ sole eaming member for a substantial period.
* Death of a parent/ sole eaming member of the family.

» Critical iliness for self/ family member incurring exorbitant cost,

* Any such valid reason,

Students, who consider themselves under any of the above category, would apply to the
Chairperson of the concemed department, along with requisite proof to support his/ her
claim. The refund would be processed after the submission of fee and the applications would
be considered by a committee as per the provisions of policy.

Students may piease nole that the above mentioned policy of University is apart from
financial support provided to needy students by MOB (Alumni Association of University) and
Vishwa Prakash Mission.

Policy for Financial Support/Assistance
to economically weak/needy students
of the University
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PREAMBLE \

1. C. Bose University of Science & Technology, YMCA, Faridabad is committed
to provide a suitable academic ambience and harmonious work place to all its
stakeholders, In pursuance of its social responsibility, this University strives for
providing opportunities by making the education affordable to economically weak
section of the society and accordingly has been putting effective measures in place
to support the students. Taking it further, this University has framed a policy for
providing financial support/ assistance to the needy students (as explained in this
policy) with an aim to facilitate such economically weak/ needy students in pursuing
their academic Programme in this University. It is an- effort to ensure that none of
the students may be deprived of pursuing an academic programme from this
University due to Inablility to afford the fee, without even increase of any burden on
the State Gowt. (Ex-chequer) as the resources for the support under this policy will
be arranged by the University.

10 General

11 This policy will be applicable only to the Students of Teaching Departments
pursuing any academic programme in the Campus of the 1. C. Bose UST,
YMCA, Faridabad.

1.2 This policy intends to provide financial support to the students only towards
programme fee expenses

1.3  Scholarship/ financial assistance from other sources would also be taken into
account while considering elaim of support under this policy.

14 The provisions of this policy may be amended by the University at any time
and would be applicable prospectively

1.5 Any confusion/mlsunderstanding arising out related to matters of supporting
economically weak/needy students that are covered/ not covered in this
document, the decision of competent authority of the University shall be final.

20 The financial support under this policy will be over and above the existing
provisions of financial assistance being provided to the students of this Unlversity
including:

a) Scholarship schemes of Govt./PSUs

b) Financial Assistance from NGOs &

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Economically weak/needy student:

This document covers the economically weak/needy students who express

their inability to afford the fee of an academic programme due to financial crunch

that might have arisen due to;

Death of a parent/ sole earning member of the family,

Critical iliness for self/ family member incurring exorbitant cost,

Loss of job/earning of a parent/ sole earning member for a substantial period,
Any other reason to the satisfaction of the Competent Authority

Extent of Financial Support/Assistance

The financial support/assistance would be provided to the selected students

covered in clause 3 of this document to the following extent and conditions:

The need for such support has been verified by Chairperson of concerned
Department.

The support would be limited to the extent of 20% to 50 % of the tuition fee
of respective academic programme, however, in case of extreme grim
situation to the satisfaction of authorities, as an exceptional case, it may be
up to 100% of the tuition fee.

This financial support would be provided initially only for one academic
session of respective programme. Any student willing to continue in next
academic session will have to apply afresh,

The support under this policy would be limited to maximum of 50 (fifty)
students in an Academic Session,

Procedure for extending Support:

The Dean Student Welfare will notify to the students to apply for financial
support under this Policy. Any student pursuing any academic programme in
University teaching Department will apply on prescribed application form,
along with requisite proof to support his/ her claim, to the Chairperson of the
respective Department.

Merely submission of application form will not entitle any student for any such
financial support and will not mean anyway that he/she will not submit the
due fee within prescribed time limit. Any delay in submission of fee will attract
the same late fee/fine as applicable to other students as per rules,
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53 The Chairperson concerned will verify the facts and forward the application
with suitable recommendation to the Dean Student Welfare.

5.6 The Dean Student Welfare will notify the list of Students along with the
financial support approved for respective Academic Session.

5.7 In case of already submission of due fee, the applicable financial support will
be provided to the concerned students in form of fee refund to the extent of
support approved.

(i) Research Supervisor/Co-supervisor who is a Professor, at any given point of time,
cannot guide more than Eight (8) Ph.D. scholars. An Associate Professor as Research
Supervisor can guide up to a maximum of six (6) Ph.D. scholars and an Assistant
Professor as Research Supervisor can guide up to a maximum of four (4) Ph.D.
